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Representative Selection Process 2010-2011

Changes have been made to the selection process for the 2010 – 2011 petanque season. The changes have come as a result of feedback from the survey last season, the ideas of a working party and PNZ Board discussions.

REGISTRATION FOR PROCESS
Players register interest by completing the registration form and paying a $50.00 non-refundable deposit by Friday 17 September 2010. (This fee is to help offset some of the administrative costs of running the process.)
Note: The current Open World Championships team is still required to register for the process, but will have automatic entry to the first qualification camp once they register. However, they are encouraged to participate in qualification requirements (tournaments and skills testing) to the extent possible, to provide a basis for comparison at later stages of the process.
QUALIFYING REQUIREMENTS

Note: Players do not have to participate in all aspects of the qualifying requirements, but if they do not, it will affect their score and may impact on selection chances.

Tier Two – Regionals

· For 2010/11, the relevant “regional” events are Regional Doubles and Singles Championships, Wanganui Triples, Bayview Doubles, and Kapiti Open.

· Players are to identify which region they will be using for qualifying purposes when registering. You may enter other Regional Championships (if you are eligible), but only the points from your nominated region will count towards qualification. 
· The best two results from any of the above regional events will count towards qualification

2. Skills Testing

· This will be undertaken in Auckland, Hawkes Bay, Wellington and Christchurch. 

· It will be carried out by trained administrators using the correct equipment. 

· Pointing and shooting skills will be scored separately. 

· Women will do the World Championship shooting test. 

· The testing will be completed prior to the first selection camp.

4. Overall Score

The final overall score for each player is their cumulative score from:

2 National events, 2 Regional events, Pointing and Shooting tests

QUALIFICATION CAMPS
Open & Women

· The top 12 scoring players in each division will proceed to the first Qualification Camp. 
· Players will participate in marked games. 
· Numbers will be reduced to between 6 -9 depending on overseas tournament commitments and requirements. 
· All aspects of the qualification process, including the camp will be considered when selecting players for the second camp. 

At the second (Selection) camp the 6 -9 players will participate in games in various combinations and be put into teams for the National Triples and the selected overseas events.

· 12 male and 12 female players from the qualification process will progress to the Senior selection camp.

· Players will participate in marked games. 

· A team of six males and six females will be selected from this camp. 

· All aspects of the qualification process will be considered when selecting the team.
· These 12 players will be put into their teams for the National Triples and designated overseas event(s)
Venue: To be decided when the geographical makeup of players for the first camp is determined

Note: 
1. Selectors have discretion to add players to the Qualifying Camp squads if there are extenuating circumstances beyond the player’s control that have adversely affected their qualifying chances. 
2. Selected players in all categories are expected to play in their allocated combinations in the National Triples.
SELECTION PANELS

There will be a selection panel for each group i.e. Open, Women’s and Senior’s. The relevant selection panel will attend the qualification and selection camps.

There will be 3 members on each panel, made up of the Technical Director of Representation, a PNZ Board member and one other. 
No members of the selection panel are to have a conflict of interest, for example through family connections being eligible for selection in particular section. Panel composition may thus differ between groups.

COMMITMENT


Players who register for the process agree to play in the National Triples, in their designated combinations, and the overseas events they are selected for (if any). Withdrawal from these events may impact on selection opportunities in subsequent years.

NOTES 
· National and Regional Triples may be included as qualifying events in subsequent years

· Regional Senior and Women’s events may be taken into account in subsequent years.

· National Women’s Triples will be a mandatory qualifying tournament for Women’s selection from 2011/12. 

· PNZ are considering extending the process over a two year period in the future.
· PNZ is looking at moving towards seeding for National Tournaments. This will require developing a credible, workable seeding system, with a view to implementing this for the 2011/12 representative process.
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
